 As part of the bicentennial, there was a contest for a flag to be created.  Four entries were 

received and instead of picking just one, the committee at that time decided to combine all of 

their ideas into one.  The flag represents much of the Welsh heritage of Ebensburg and 

incorporates the crossroads of Rt. 219, 22 and 422. 

 “The EABC had the flag digitized so that it could be placed on souvenirs,” said Strugala.  

“Mayor Randy Datsko proposed the idea as a great way to raise money for the community.” 

 All proceeds benefit the Ebensburg Area Business Commission and Main Street 

Partnership.  The organization uses funds raised to host many events throughout the year, 

provide business support and development, and purchase items such as banners for the 

downtown.
